Allocations are based on cumulative TGBC priority 
points and availability.
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POSTSEASON TICKETS 
If UGA hosts a Regional or Super Regional, softball postseason tickets will be 

assigned based on cumulative TGBC priority points and availability. The quantity 

of tickets that an account can request is based on its 2025 Georgia Softball Fund 

(GSF) gift or commitment to the Magill Society.
